An Organ Recital will be performed by Converse College organ professor 
Leon Couch III on Sunday, March 15 at 4 p.m., in Rieth Recital Hall of the 
GC Music Center. Tickets ($7/ $5) will be available at the door one hour 
before the concert. 
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Moving Day is April 4th! 
We are moving ahead in faith and hope! Church Community Services is moving into its 
new home at 907 Oakland Avenue in Elkhart beginning April 4. Contractors and 
volunteers, under the very conscientious guidance of Bruce Barwick, Project Manager, 
have been hard at work the past six months readying this building for staff to move 
into. The move has been made urgent by the fact that our current building has been 
sold and we need to vacate by April 30, 
 
This move only represents the completion of Phase I. About the time we move ground 
will be broken for Phase II, a 4,000 sq ft addition to house a new larger food pantry 
and SOS production area. For this to become reality we still need to raise $400,000 
to reach our $1 million capital campaign goal. Cash donations or multi-year pledges for 
the building may be sent to CCS, 629 S. 3rd St., Elkhart, IN 46516. The campaign will 
go to churches and the public after Easter. 
 
We need volunteer help to finish renovation tasks and to help us move. Specifically 
between February 28 and MarcTi 14 we could use Help with:  Installing ceiling tile, 
Cleaning floors for carpet, Cleaning windows, Cleaning cabinets, Cleaning glazed block 
walls, Cleaning & polishing wood doors. 
 
Saturday, April 4 beginning at 9 am we will be looking for volunteers to move 
boxes, dismantle and move shelving and reassemble shelving units. All 

furnishing will be moved by a moving company. To volunteer for any of the 
above call Sharon at 264-3396.  We are in need of volunteers to help with placing 
ceiling tiles and cleaning floors for carpeting throughout the building on Saturday, 
February 28, 9 am - 3 pm. If you would like to volunteer at other times, please call Dean 
at (574) 295-3673.  We are in need of volunteers on Saturday, April 4 at 9 am. We need 
help moving boxes and lighter furnishings as well as disassembling and reassembling 
shelving units for the pantry and SOS product storage areas.
