1) On the bulletin board is a cover letter and the resource guide for 

the "Season of Prayer and Fasting" beginning Sunday, May 24th 
and concluding on Pentecost Sunday, May 31st. Prayer and fasting 
cost us nothing but the time and focus involved.

2) “Dealing Creatively with Pain & Loss Workshops” created for 
those in our community suffering from loss of any kind such as a 
loved one, a job, a home or a child. The workshops are being 
sponsored by Rock Run Church of the Brethren. The workshop is 
designed to help with profound loss through expressive art. The 
workshop will be offered the third week of every month on 
Tuesdays and Wednesdays, 7 am to 2 pm at YES Mobile Catering in 
Goshen. Participants must commit to attending both days of the 
workshop. The workshop is free and welcomes donations only. 
Those who have experienced loss and want to explore new skills to 
cope with pain please call Yvonne at 574-238-4877 to save your 

spot in a workshop. Those who participated will be allowed to use the 
facility to talk, make art or just listen to music together on 
Thursdays, anytime between 9 am and 2 pm. The next workshop will 
be offered May 19th and 20th. 

3) Blue River Church of the Brethren, 3040 E. 700 North, Columbia 
City, IN, will host the Mountain Anthems, an a capella mixed chorus, 
in  concert on Sunday afternoon, May 24, at 3 p.m. The group sings 
mostly hymns and gospel songs, without any instrumental 
accompaniment. They use a pitch pipe  to find the key of song they 
want to sing, hum the opening chord to make sure they're all 
together, and start singing. The Mountain Anthems average about 45 
in number. The director and all pe rsonnel, including the bus driver, 
serve on a voluntary basis with no personal remuneration. Recordings 
are available at each concert. They do not make a charge for our 
concerts, but a freewill offering is accepted. Pastor Craig Alan Myers 
invites the community to enjoy this concert. For more information,

In addition: Blue River will celebrate the 60th Anniversary of Richard 
Knarr's ordination to the Gospel ministry, on Sunday, June 7, 2009, 
during the 10 a.m. worship service.   A carry-in meal will follow at 
about noon. 

4) Brethren Disaster Ministries has been working closely with the  
Church of the Brethren in Haiti to repair and rebuild homes after the 
devastating hurricanes of 2008. Workcamp volunteers will plunge into 
Haitian life as they work, eat, and worship side by side with Haitian 
Christians. The delegation will help rebuild homes in the rugged 
Mirebalais area and the coastal city  of Gonaíves, and they’ll worship 
with the Brethren in Port-au-Prince and other preaching points.  
Groups are in sizes of 15. The dates and registrations are as follows: 
(1st trip May 30 -June 8); August 7 - 16, registration is due July 6th; 
October, dates are yet to be  announced. COST: $1,000 - 
$1,200/person (still working to reduce some expenses).  This includes 
flight from Miami to Haiti, meals, lodging, in-country transportation, 
travel insurance; does not include your round-trip transportation from 
home to Miami. Requirements for participating in BDM Haiti 
Workcamp: Excellent health; Stamina for hard work in hot climate 
and 2 mile treks up mountain paths; 18 years of age and older; 
Passport; Vaccinations/medications – contact your family doctor or 
local Health Department. Tetanus required. Malaria medications 
recommended; Sensitivity and flexibility with regard to cultural 
differences.
