In Paul’s letter to the Ephesians we read, “I beg 
you to live a life worthy of the calling to which you 
have been called, with all humility and gentleness, 
with patience, bearing one another in love, making 
every effort to maintain the unity of the Spirit in 
the bond of peace.” (4:3) To be of one spirit is a 
blessing, but unity is not a given. It takes 
ongoing, intentional effort to create and 
maintain unity. We live in a world of fractured 
relationships, but we believe that the peace of 
Christ is the gift that heals brokenness. 
 

Paul did not beg the world to put unity into practice. The world will 
not know the power of reconciliation unless Christians demonstrate 
it. He begged the church to do it, urging us to be quick to listen, slow 
to judge, and willing to negotiate. 
 
Working for the unity of the Spirit is the mission of the Shalom 
Team. Its purpose is not to eliminate conflict in our church. 
Disagreement is inevitable. It is not necessarily a sign of something 
wrong. The Holy Spirit is a change agent, and conflict is often the 
result of change. Problem solving is not the team’s primary focus. 
Deepening relationships in the church is the central focus. The 
symbol and words “Wholly Dialog” that accompany this message 
will be seen often in coming weeks. It symbolizes wholeness—the 
fruit of unity. The circle speaks of our oneness in Jesus who saving 
work is shown in the cross. During the Sundays of summer the 
Shalom Team will take a few moment in worship to highlight 
important aspects of its work. Team members are Cary Kelsey, Anne 
Griffith, Larry Ludlow, Deanna Markle y, Bill Pletcher and Pastor 
David.
